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This is a special edition of the Kimmon Place News that is being circulated to the neighborhoods adjacent to Kimmon Place.  We are soliciting the aid and support from our neighbors to address a couple of problems that are escalating.

Speeders- A Cause For Concern

The speed limit in Kimmon Place is 25 miles per hour.

This is a common problem for all of our neighborhoods.  Our concern is that someone will get seriously hurt before this is taken seriously.  While our streets are used as short cuts, the speeders are not restricted to outside our neighborhoods.  Anyone who walks whether it is with your children or dog or just out for a stroll or maybe just standing in your yard most likely has a story about a speeder or a close call.  Drivers are also not coming to a complete stop at “stop signs”. Let’s slow down and obey the traffic laws.

Motorcycles and Dirt Bikes Destroy Pond Turf

Motorcycles and dirt bikes and other motorized vehicles are tearing up the turf and creating ruts around the pond off Baynam Pond Drive.  The damage is already beyond the point where it will simply grow back in the spring and summer.  Continued abuse will make it worse.  

Previously we have sent e-mails and included messages in the newsletters to Kimmon Place homeowners advising that riding motorcycles in this area is not allowed.  We know that the riders are not restricted to Kimmon Place so we are expanding our communication to the surrounding neighborhoods through this newsletter.  The pond area is already posted. We are currently putting up cables across the pond entrances and building a barrier from the woods behind the dam to restrict vehicle access.  “No Motor Vehicles, No Motorcycle and Dirt Bike” signs will be placed on these. 

In addition to the damage caused by these bikes there is concern for safety.  Some small children live on the pond. These bikes are loud.  Think of the people who live on the pond.  

We are asking for your cooperation to help resolve this problem.  We are focusing our limited time and resources on improving the pond area.  It is a great asset to the neighborhood and it needs to be respected.

If there are other issues that a cooperative multi-neighborhood approach may help, we look forward to hearing from you concerning these issues and maybe together we can make it better.
