Winter Meeting

February 2, 2009

Wake Forest Police Department Courtroom

Attendees:  Twenty-three households attended the meeting and fourteen proxies were collected giving us a total of 34.  This met the quorum requirement.

Presidents Comments- Mike Nadeau called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm and thanked everyone for attending the meeting.  He announced that after two years on the board he was taking a break.  He mentioned that after a few years neighborhood association involved tends to diminish. He said that we have ninety-five homes in the neighborhood and encouraged others to participate.  

Secretary’s Report- Tom Draney reported that it had been a quiet year.  The most significant action was the adoption of new quorum requirements at the summer meeting.  This allowed us to meet quorum at this meeting and hold elections and approve the budget without having to do a mail election. 

Treasurers Report- Crystal reviewed the proposed budget that has been circulated.  She mentioned the sign being placed at the Kimmon Way entrance was the most significant non-routine expenditure.  A question was asked about what was included in the grounds budget.  This includes the grass cutting for the entrances, the common area along Baynam Pond, around the pond, the common area going into the Reserve as well as that entrance, common areas along Windsong Valley and Donlin and the field off of Windsong Valley.  There was also a question raised about fire ants. This appears to be getting to be a more significant problem and there was much interest.  Some information has been circulated on this, but we will send additional information will be sent, as it is available.

Election- Kathy Mortell, Anthony Young, Jeff Gagnon, Bryan Smith and Tom Draney were nominated for the board.  Since there were five candidates for five positions, the election was conducted by a show of hands with a unanimous approval. Selections for the individual positions will be made at the first board meeting.

The budget was also approved unanimously as presented.

Committees

Neighborhood Watch- Danny Moore reported for the committee.    Generally other than what has been previously reported it has been a fairly quiet year.  Speeding continues to be an area of concern.  Most at the meeting agreed that is has gotten worse.  There was a great deal of discussion about resurrecting the four way stop at Baynam Pond and Sunflower Meadows. A couple of people volunteered to look into this.  There were also questions about speed bumps. Danny has expressed the desire to step down as chairman of the committee. 

Ammons Pittman- Rod Hamby reported that there are four households that have not paid their first half 2009 dues.  He explained the process they are required to follow which can lead in the extreme to liens or even foreclosure if dues are not paid.  He also mentioned the complaint procedure.  We have an anonymous complaint form on the website.  This will need to be changed.  All complaints are to be sent to Ammons Pittman, but they must include a name.  Anonymous complaints will not be acted upon.  Ammons Pittman will protect the anonymity of the person, but they must have someone to contact with questions and feedback.  Rod said he would personally investigate the complaint and take action as necessary. 

Architectural Review- Crystal reported for Ed who could not attend.  The committee did approve several projects during the year.  The procedure calls for the forms to be submitted to Ammons Pittman.  Rod will send the request to the committee where it will be reviewed and approved or rejected in 30 days from receipt. A couple of projects were started before it was approved.  This is against the neighborhood covenants.  If not approved it may have to be removed.  The requests for approval needs to be submitted on the proper form that is on the website.

Grounds- Sara Barretta reported for the grounds committee.  There was an extensive cleanup around the pond in December by the neighborhood.  The bushes at the front sign were trimmed and the sign touched up. The stones were replaced on the Reserve sign where they had fallen off.  Mention was made of the walkway near the pond needing repair in one area.  This will most likely need a culvert placed. Sara has asked to step aside as chairperson of the committee.  Scott Bennett has agreed to chair the committee.

Social Committee- In Anthony’s absence Mike praised the committee and other volunteers for an enjoyable event in the fall.  There were a number of people who contributed to its success. Anthony has taken on a board position so we need a replacement for him.  No one stepped forward at the meeting.  It was mentioned that a chili cook-off might be the next neighborhood event.

Communications Committee- In Stacey Bennett’s absence Tom Draney reported that Stacey has done a great job with the newsletter.  She has decided not to stay on as committee chair, and we need someone to replace her.  No one volunteered to take on this position at the meeting.  Sondra Triblehorn continues to manage the neighbor website and has done a great job.

Unfinished Business-

Kimmon Way Entrance- The sign is up.  The final electrical hookup has been delayed, because the road is maintained by the state and Wake Electric needs their approval before running the line.  We await DOT approval.

Fire Department Pond Access- Mike Nadeau has been in contact with the fire chief at the Stony Hill Fire Station, and he does plan to use the pond as a source of water in case of a fire in the neighborhood.

New Business-  

Motorcycles/dirt bikes- There was concern expressed about the motorcycles and dirt bikes speeding through the neighborhood and in the pond area.  The turf is being turn up.  Also the road off of Cotesworth leading to the well house us being used and gravel is being thrown onto Cotesworth.  Aqua America used to have a cable to prevent access, but a post is down and there is no cable. (A call has been made to Aqua America asking that it be replaced.)  We discussed putting up chains restricting motor access to the pond.  It was agreed that an e-mail be sent to homeowners asking for parents to make sure there children were not riding on neighborhood common area.

Meeting Adjourned- Mike Nadeau asked if there was any additional business.  Since there was no none he adjourned the meeting.
